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Lecture Overview

For many years, language teaching has been
determined by a set of dominant and rather pernicious
ideologies that have affected how teachers teach and
how teachers think about themselves. These ideologies,
that have acted as frames (Lowe, 2020) are standard
language ideology, monolingualism, and native-
speakerism.

Fortunately, in the last two decades, three alternative
counter-frames (Lowe, 2020) have developed by way of
resisting and counteracting the limitations imposed by
those dominantideologies: ELF, translanguaging, and
the non-native teacher movement, respectively.

In this talk, | will give an outline of the three ideologies
and how the three counter-frames are effective tools to o

oppose them and transform language teaching into a Br
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more flexible, open and inclusive practice.

Enric Llurda is Professor of Applied Linguistics at the University of
Lleida. His research has focused primarily on non-native-speaking
language teachers, English as a lingua franca, language attitudes, and
multilingualism and internationalisation in higher education. He is
the principal investigator of the project Development of Language
Ideologies in the Training of Pre-service English Language Teachers
from an ELF Perspective (ELFING).

He has delivered plenary talks at more than a dozen international
conferences and has published extensively in leading international
journalsin the field of applied linguistics. His most recent edited
volume is Dismantling the Native Speaker Construct in English
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Language Teaching (Routledge, 2026).
